	Reasons for this decision: Having reviewed the available video evidence and interviewed Driver SORE together with the Clerk of the Course, the Stewards determined that a legitimate gap existed at the point of the incident. The evidence confirmed that the front of SORE's car was adjacent to the rear driver-side door pillar of Car 211. Car 211 then proceeded to take the racing line, resulting in contact between the two vehicles.
